Following the appointment of the first infection control nurse in Torquay in 1959 the association was formed in 1970 as a result of the increase in the number of posts for infection control nurses.  Now an association of over 1400 members the association operates through 12 regional groups in promoting the control of infection through practice and education.

The ICNA is a multidisciplinary association committed to developing and improving the practice of infection control for the benefit of the whole community through communication, education, surveillance, research, standards setting and professional relations.

· The opportunity to participate in project teams and produce standards documents for a wide range of infection control issues

· Membership of the association’s committees determining and carrying out policy on education, research and development, conference organisation, information technology, editorial and finance

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With effect from 1st October 2003 the ICNA introduced a new category of membership, corporate membership, as part of its planning initiative of developing the relationship between ICNA and commercial companies at a strategic level.
